MEET MANAGEMENT

1) Clerking for 100H / 110H / 100m - @ NORTHWEST CORNER of the track.
ALL OTHER TRACK EVENTS @ SOUTHEAST CORNER.

2) Entry for High Jump Will Take Place @ the Southeast Corner of the track.
3) Entry for Pole Vault Will Take Place @ the Northwest Corner of the track.
4) Entry for all other field events (Javelin, Discus, Shotput, Long / TJ will take place at event area)
***INFIELD WILL BE CLOSED TO ATHLETES. ATHLETES NOT IN COMPLIANCE WILL BE
DISQUALIFIED FOR STAYING ON INFIELD AND SETTING UP TEAM CAMPS.
COACHING BOXES WILL BE ESTABLISHED (Jumps / Throws) ***

5) WARMUPS will be done QUTSIDE of the infield and located in TWO designated areas around Tarpon
Stadium.

6) Athletes may check in following 1ST CALL (30 min Prior)_at the clerking table, then proceed to the
designated warm up area to prepare for competition.

7) Athletes will need to report back to the clerking area and enter the holding area following 2"
CALL (15min Prior) waiting to be moved onto the infield (Bmin Prior).

**(Athletes Need to Report to the Holding Area Ready to Compete.
(Spikes on, warmups off). Clerks will NOT allow Bags on infield)**

8) PLEASE UNDERSTAND that if your athlete checks in between 15T & 2N° CALL , they will NOT be
allowed on the INFIELD and will be directed to the warmup area or wait in holding area.

9) FOLLOWING 3RD CALL, athletes will be moved from the infield and placed onto the track to
compete.

10) Athletes Will Exit the Track Following Races through the FINISH LINE SIDE GATE.

11) THROWS / JUMPS:
3 ATTEMPTs. Will be seeded worst to best.

12) STARTING HEIGHTS:
Will Be Established at Coaches Meeting.

13) TEAM TENTS / CAMPS:
Teams May House Themselves on the Visitor Side Bleachers, Behind the Visitors Side Bleachers, &
Anywhere Along the Visitor Side Fencing Areas.




*The Home Side Stands and Fencing Will Be Reserved for Spectators ONLY *

14) WALLY KELLER FTELDHOUSE AWNING / ATHLETIC TRAINING:
Must be clear of teams for Medical Personnel and Staff. This area will be roped off to allow for
training staff mobility and ease of access for medical emergencies.
