Location:  The OceanFirst Bank Center Collegiate Classic will be held at the OceanFirst Bank Center at Monmouth University in West Long Branch, NJ. Directions and a Visitors’ Guide are available at www.monmouthhawks.com.  

Teams Expected to Attend:  Monmouth and athletes from 4-6 colleges and universities. Youth, high school, open & masters competitors allowed in the Mile and 200. A limited number of unattached/open competitors may be allowed in all track events and some field events. Contact the meet director for a password. No high school athletes in college events. 

Meet Entries:  Due Wed. 11/28/’18 by Noon.  Please use DirectAthletics for your entries (follow instructions at www.directathletics.com). No additional entries will be allowed after this deadline. Unattached competitors must contact Tina Forgach at cpforgac@monmouth.edu or Joe Compagni at jcompagn@monmouth.edu.  

Scratches:  Scratches to your entry can be made by e-mail until Thurs. 11/29/’18 at 11 AM.  E-mail them to Tina Forgach at cpforgac@monmouth.edu. Please call us at (732) 263-5779 or (732) 571-3676 with questions.  NO additions to entries after Wednesday 11/28.

Entry Fee:  $450 per team. Men’s and women’s teams are considered separate (both teams = $900 total).  Individual entries or partial teams are $25 per person per event (one event is $25; 2 events are $50, etc.). Relays are $25 each. The Youth, Open & Community Mile are $10 per person, and the Alumni Mile is free for alums of the schools competing. You may pay through DirectAthletics, or make checks payable to Monmouth University. Send to Joe Compagni c/o Athletics, Monmouth University, West Long Branch, NJ 07764. Entry fees can be paid in advance or the day of the meet. 
Scoring:  The meet will be scored according to NCAA Division I guidelines for the colleges attending. Unattached competitors will be excluded from the scoring.

Awards:  Awards will be presented at the check-in desk to the winner of each event. Special awards compliments of our sponsors presented to Open Mile & 200 winners.

Results:   Unofficial results will be posted in the Hall of Fame Area after each event during the meet.  Full official results will be put on-line Saturday evening at www.monmouthhawks.com. Live results will be available at www.mdtimingllc.com.
Timing:  We will use fully automatic times for all track events, provided by M&D Timing & Meet Management Services (www.mdtimingllc.com and mdtiming@gmail.com).

Locker Rooms/Showers/Warm-Up Area/Seating:  Warm-ups on the track will be limited. A warm-up area will be available during the day in Boylan Gymnasium, located next to the track. The outdoor track, weather permitting, will also be available for warm-ups. Locker rooms are also available upon request. Please bring your own towels & locks. Limited seating is available on the 3rd Floor outside the VIP area & just below track level.

Track Events and Entry Information: 

(  Please be as accurate and realistic as possible with your seed times and marks. Everyone should use TFRRS marks. Keep in mind that this is a “flat track” meet. We prefer verified actual marks, and we will consider speculative marks with an entry note included. We may limit field sizes in some events if needed.

(  Only 1/8” or 3/16” pyramid spikes or smaller allowed. ¼” spikes of any kind are not allowed and will not help your athletes perform better on this track.

(  Please bring starting blocks for your sprinters – we should have blocks available for all lanes, but you may use your own (small spikes only please).

(  Coaches will receive a check-in sheet in your packet upon arrival. Please give us your scratches as soon as you arrive at the meet and we will then set up heats.

(  The check-in area for athletes in track events will be located just outside the track. Please ask your athletes to check in early, listen for calls for their event and follow the order of events. If they do not check in by the final call, they will be scratched. We will adjust the schedule after entries and move ahead if possible.

Field Events:
(  Field event athletes should check in with the official at their event area. Field events will be seeded with the top performers competing in the later flights.

(  The shot put circle & weight throw circle are portable wooden circles. The weight throw and the shot put will both be held in Boylan Gym this year. All throwers will get three attempts. After the trials, the top 8 competitors in the shot put and weight throw will get three additional attempts in the finals.

(  All other approach areas/runways are the same surface as the track. Pyramid spikes of 3/16” or smaller only please for all field event areas as well.

(  Boylan Gym will have 1 section for warm-ups and 1 for weight throwers only. 

(  Women’s pole vaulters should all get their marks and finish their warm up well prior to 6 PM. The competition will start promptly with the women’s vaulters at 6 PM, and then follow immediately with the men’s competition as soon as possible.

(  All jumping events must be concluded before laned events can begin, so we will have 3 attempts per person in the long jump & triple jump. The top 6 competitors in these events will get 3 more attempts if time allows.

(  Tentative opening heights - women’s & men’s high jump: 4’11” (1.50m) & 6’0” (1.83m); women’s & men’s pole vault: 9’6” (2.90m) & 13’ 0” (3.96m).

(  Implements will be weighed in before the competition at the event site.

Directions, Dining and Lodging:  We will have a small concession stand open in the OFBC lobby during the meet. The dining hall on campus can also accommodate teams with advance notice. Please contact the Monmouth coaches or see the M.U. Visitor’s Guide at www.monmouthhawks.com for other area options.

V.I.P. Credentials: V.I.P. credentials will be provided to the coaches from each school, providing complimentary food and drinks on the 3rd floor in a suite of the OFBC. Extra V.I.P. credentials can be requested in advance by teams, families and spectators for a small fee per person. This can be paid in advance or on meet day. Please let us know by Wednesday 11/28 of any credentials you may need. We may sell out. We will have a guest list in the Blue/White Club area on the 3rd floor for all those requesting credentials.
