Facility 
The track is a 9-lane all-weather surface.  Only ¼” or smaller pyramid spikes 
are allowed.  Fully automatic timing and results will be generated using 
FinishLynx Cameras interfaced with Hy-Tek Meet Manager.   
 
Eligibility 
This meet is open to high schools within the FL, AL, GA, and SC region. All 
registrations will be via Direct Athletics. 
 
Entry Information 
Teams will have until 11 pm EDT, Sunday, March 8th, to complete 
registration.  Please note that you must pay for your entries online, or your 
entries will not be accepted. 
 
Fees 
The entry fee is $20 per athlete up to 9 athletes or $150.00/per gender for 
10 or more. Boys' and girls’ teams are considered 
separate. All entries are non-refundable. Entries must 
be paid online on Direct Athletics 
 
Weigh In  
All implements must be checked in no later than 90 minutes before the start 
of the event.   
 
Competition Warmup 
Once the meet is underway, all warm-ups must be done on the practice 
track.

Check-in Procedures 
 
Running Events: Initial check-in for all running events must occur at 
least 45 minutes before the scheduled start time of the event. Athletes 
must return to the clerk’s tent 15 minutes before the event. Athletes will 
be held in the warm-up area until the event starts. All warm-ups should 
be completed before entering the tent. 
 
Field Events: Athletes may begin checking in at the event area 60 
minutes before the start of the event. Pole Vault may check in 90 
minutes prior to start. Those not checked in 30 minutes before the event 
start time may be scratched. Field event warm-ups for all competitors 
may begin 60 minutes before the start of the event, provided an official 
is present. 15 minutes before the event starts, the warm-up will be 
restricted to the first flight of competitors only. 10-minute warm-up 
periods will be given between flights.

We will avoid using Lane 1 in most heats of the 200/400/400H
